Additionally needed changes determined by international procedures.

6. Paper Sheet: APA (American Psychological Association, 5th edition) format.  Cannot repeat data findings within sentences.

7. References: Please follow APA (5th edition) format.

Introduction to Chengde - The Venue for the 2015 WREA Congress

Chengde was called “Rehe” in the old days.  It is located in northeastern Hebei Province.  The Qing Dynasty Emperor Yong Zheng named the city meaning the “inheritance of ancestral character”.  The city has 8 counties, 3 districts, and 1 national high tech industrial development zone.  This city has 3.76 million people, and it has been designated as the first national historical and cultural city, an excellent tourist and national garden city.

Chengde is a city with a profound historical culture.  Chengde has 5,000 years of Honshan culture, including thousands of years of Qidan culture, and 300 years of Qing Dynasty culture.  

The accumulated cultural heritage provides a big impact.  Chengde has a large classical imperial garden, a resort, imperial temples (eight outer temples), Jishanling Great Wall, and other world cultural heritage sites.  Chengde was the “summer capital” of the Qing Dynasty.  Chengde is full of royal culture, religious culture, folk culture, and colorful beauty.  It was the home of the sixth Panchen Lama, the tenth Panchen Lama, and it is here where the eleventh Panchen Lama gave sermons. Chengde is one of the first 24 historical and cultural cities and the first city designed for excellent tourism in China.

Chengde has a great ecological garden city.  It is located in the hinterland of Yanshan, where there is a beautiful natural landscape, cool and pleasant climate, forests, grasslands, snow covered mountains, hot springs, as well as rich and diverse natural ecological resources.  Forests cover 44.7% of Hebei Province and forests cover as much as 55.8%.  It is an important water source and an ecological barrier for Beijing and Tianjin.  It known as the “North green lung, natural oxygen bar”.  The beautiful mountain scenery, continuous flowing fountains, the vast boundless forests and grasslands serves to concentrate negative oxygen ions.  These features help make the area increasingly attractive to people from the capital and the surrounding area.

Chengde is a wonderful central city.  Chengde is directly connected to the central capitaland to the Bohal Circle.  It is accessible to Beijing, Tianjin, Liaoning, and Inner Mongolia, and it has unique geographical advantages.  Chengde is a ninety minute drive from the capital’s airport, and not far from Tianjin, Tangshan, and Qinhuandao.  It is easily accessible by railway.  The Chengde Civil Airport and 3 general airports will soon beginning operating and the main traffic patterns have been organized.  Especially significant is the recently dedicated Beijing-Shenyang passenger line and construction begun, so that Chengde will enter the capital 1-hour traffic circle, which is included in the Beijing development era.

Chengde is a vigorous resource rich city.  The city has four major rivers and the total water resources are 3.76 billion cubic meters.  With abundant energy, wind energy, geothermal energy, biomass energy, the clean energy industry has great potential.  The city has more than 100 kinds of mineral resources, 52 of which have been developed.  Vanadium titanium resource reserves in Chengde are the country’s large source of vanadium titanium.  This is associated with various metals and non-metallic minerals, known as the “vanadium titanium capital”.  The enrichment of natural resources has become the solid foundation for scientific development in Chengde.

The Chengde Municipal Party Committee City Hall grasps the great opportunity to accelerate the development of the Beijing, Tianjin, Hebei, and Bohal circle.  In the future, Chengde will present a new view of development to the entire world.  Chengde has defined the ‘General requirements, full advantages of a high starting point, open innovation, and a green rise”.  In 2020, the GDP, urban and rural income will have doubled compared to 2010.

During the current and future periods, Chengde aims to create a livable and appropriate business investment environment, increase efforts and investment, strengthen construction, and significantly enhance development capacity.  Chengde adheres to “Innovation, Inspiration, Originality” tactics, focusing on the development of high-end tourism services, high-end equipment manufacturing, new technology, new materials, new energy, food processing, modern logistics, cultural creativity, and other modern industries and emerging industries strategics, while trying to walk along a characteristic, sustainable development path.
